The City of Safety 
Harbor, a proud ÒTree City, USAÓ for 20 years, is hosting events all day to commemorate this 
important day.  The festivities will be centered around the gazebo at John Wilson Park, 401 Main 
St., Safety Harbor.  In celebration of Arbor Day, the cityÕs ParkÕs Dept., in conjunction with the 
Florida Chapter International Society of Arboriculture (ISA) will be giving away free live trees to 
event goers, while supplies last.  Scheduled events are listed below:   
 

10:00-11:00am -Mommy & Me and Daddy, Too Time.  Kids and parents will learn about trees 
and receive a free tree to take home with them. 
 

Noon-2pm - Lunchtime Gazebo Concert Series.  Folks who come out to enjoy lunch and music in 
the park will hear the blues sounds of Liz Pennock & Dr. Blues. 
 

4:00-5:00pm - Safety Harbor will be the site of the official statewide unveiling of the brand 
new “Trees Are Cool” license plate.  Mayor Andy Steingold and the City Commissioners will 
be joined by invited guest Governor Charlie Crist, Rep. Bill Heller, Florida State Representative, 
District 52, Pinellas County, who was instrumental in the creation of the license plate, and 
dignitaries from the International Society of Arboriculture for a special tree planting ceremony 
being held at the gazebo at John Wilson Park, located at 401 Main St., Safety Harbor.   
 

The tree, a large Southern Red Cedar (juniperus silicicola), will be planted in honor of the new 
ÒTrees Are CoolÓ license plate with a commemorative plaque to be placed at the base of the tree.  
The tree is being generously provided by the ISA.   
 

6:00-10:00pm Ð 3rd Friday Music Series.  The fun, food & live music kick off the nightÕs events 
at 6:00pm with local favorites E.S.D. at the gazebo, as well as live music in the courtyard behind 
the Harbor Pointe Bldg. and at the 500 Building.  A Downtown Art Walk at the event will feature 
nature-themed art.
